SDG 14 strives to tackle the issue of overfishing,
which jeopardizes the sustainability of marine
life. Currently, over 30% of the world's fish
stocks are being overexploited, putting some
fisheries at risk of collapse and endangering
various fish species.
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A major concern tackled by SDG 14 is ocean
pollution. Every year, about 8 million tons of
plastic find their way into the oceans, posing
a severe threat to marine life and
ecosystems.

To enhance biodiversity and safeguard marine
ecosystems, SDG 14 promotes the creation of
Marine Protected Areas (MPAs). These
designated zones play a crucial role in
conserving marine life, particularly endangered
species, by regulating human activities that
could harm the environment.
