Did you know?

SDG 15 acknowledges the pivotal role of
forests in sustaining life on land. Forests
harbor approximately 80% of the Earth's
terrestrial biodiversity and serve as crucial
carbon sinks, significantly aiding in the
mitigation of climate change.

Land degradation poses a significant global
challenge addressed by SDG 15. Around 1.3
billion people, constituting one-third of the
world's population, are impacted by degraded
land. Implementing sustainable land
management practices is essential to combat
desertification and maintain land productivity.

SDG 15 underscores the importance of
conserving and sustainably managing
terrestrial and freshwater ecosystems. These
ecosystems support a wide variety of plant and
animal species, playing a crucial role in
preserving biodiversity, providing ecosystem
services, and ensuring the planet's overall
health.

Clearing Everest trash
The Sagarmatha Pollution Control Committee (SPCC)
manages trash on Mount Everest, tackling the rise in
waste due to tourism. They urge visitors to help
clean up. Some SPCC workers also serve as guides
and Icefall doctors, installing ladders over icy gaps.
Nepal aims to limit climbers, but further measures
are necessary to preserve Everest's pristine status in
Sagarmatha National Park.

Sustainable Land Management: Embrace sustainable land
management methods in agriculture, forestry, and urban
development. Avoid practices that cause soil erosion and
degradation, and advocate for land-use planning that
emphasizes conservation.

Wildlife Conservation Efforts: Support wildlife conservation
endeavors. Back and participate in initiatives focused on
safeguarding endangered species, preserving natural habitats,
and advocating for responsible tourism to reduce ecosystem
impact.
