Did you know?

Lack of access to clean water and proper
sanitation significantly impacts health an

education. Waterborne diseases affect millions,
leading to preventable illnesses, and children,
particularly girls, often miss school due to the
lack of private and safe sanitation facilities. SDG

6 seeks to break this cycle by promoting

improved water and sanitation infrastructure.
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Over 2 billion people globally lack access to
safe drinking water, and around 4.5 billion
people lack safely managed sanitation. SDG 6
addresses this crisis by aiming to ensure
universal access to safe and affordable
drinking water and adequate sanitation by
2030.
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Globally, more than 80% of wastewater is
released into the environment without proper
treatment. SDG 6 focuses not only on providing
access to water but also on improving water
quality. It emphasizes the sustainable
management of water resources and
wastewater to protect ecosystems and human
health.
